Second grade is rockôn! 
 

 

We are studying Pebbles, Sand, and Silt and have 

been sorting rocks by using screens to discover five 

sizes of materials: large pebbles, small pebbles, 

large gravel, small gravel, and sand.  By mixing 

sand and water and allowing particles to settle, we 

have observed that sand settles to the bottom and 

the silt forms a layer on top of the sand.  By adding 

a matrix (cornstarch and water) to sand, we were 

able to mold the sand into shapes, and made some 

great creations.   We have learned that earth 

materials can be used in building materials, such as 

cement, concrete, 

aggregate, pottery, 

etc.  We even made 

our own brick using 

clay soil and straw. 
 
 
 

 

 

Quest Program 
for Highly Capable Students 

 
 
The Quest Elementary Program for Highly Capable 
Students (Grades 1-6) will be accepting 
applications for the 2008-2009 school year from 
November 1, 2007, through 4:00 PM December 10, 
2007. The elementary Quest program offers two 
options for students who demonstrate superior 
ability, who exceed grade level standards in literacy 
and math, and who exhibit exceptional creativity in 
the classroom. Students who qualify for the Full 
Time program are enrolled in an accelerated, self-
contained classroom for the full day, five days a 
week. Students in the Enrichment Pull Out program 
attend their home school four days a week and a 
pullout enrichment classroom one day a week. 
More information can be found in the Quest 
information packet that will be available at all 
elementary schools, on the Quest website 
(www.lwsd.org/quest), and at the Quest Office on 
the third floor of the Resource Center (425-702-
