How to Make Parent-Teacher Conferences 

Work for Your Child

Remember, all children learn in different ways. They have 
their own individual personalities, listening skills and work 
habits. To help their students learn new knowledge and skills, 
teachers must know as much as they can about each child. No 
one knows more about these things than you, the parents. 
And no one has more influence over your children than you. 
That’s why teachers need your help to do a first-class job. 
Working together, you and the teacher can help your child 
have a successful school year. 
 
Here Are Some Things To Keep in Mind: 
Start the conference right! Be there on time, and plan not to 
run over the amount of time that has been set aside, about 
20 minutes. If you are a working parent who can't arrange to 

meet during regular hours, make this clear to the teacher and 
try to set up a time to meet that is good for both of you. The  
 
best conferences are those in which both teachers and 
parents stay calm and try hard to work together for one 
purpose and one purpose only: to help your child do well. 
 
You should get ready for each conference, too. Talk to your 
children before the conference. Find out what they think are 
their best subjects, and what subjects they like the least. Find 
out why. Also, ask your children if there is anything they 
would like you to talk about with their teachers. Make sure 
your children don't worry about the meeting. Help them 
understand that you and their teacher) are meeting together 
in order to help them. Before you go to the school, write 
notes to yourself about: 

·Things about your child's life at home, personality, 
problems, habits, and hobbies you feel it's important 
for the teacher to know 
·Questions about your child's progress 
·How you and the school can work together to help 
your child 

 
Ask questions at the conference. Some good questions to 
ask: 

·Is my child in different groups for different subjects? 
Why? 
·How well does my child get along with others? 
·Is my child working up to his or her ability? 
·Does my child participate in class discussions and 
activities? 
·How does my child handle taking tests and what do 
the tests tell us about my child's progress? 
 

Be sure to ask the teacher for specific suggestions about 
ways to help your child do better. This is the most important 
part of the meeting. It will become your action plan. If the 
teacher says something you don't quite understand, don't be 
shy about asking for an explanation. It's a good idea to end 
the conference by summing up decisions you've made 
together. Afterward, work on the plan for improvement 
together. There is nothing more powerful than parents and 
teachers working together for the good of a child!

First Graders Know  
That Math Is Fun! 

 

 

First graders are 
learning how 
numbers can be 
made from other 
numbers.  That is, 

12 can be made from 6 and 6, from 10 and 2, 
or from 6, 4, and 2.  Two games we have done 
in class are called On/Off and Counters in a 
Cup.  In On/Off, students toss a specific 
number of counters and then write how many 
land on the paper and off the paper.  For 
Counters in a Cup, a set number of counters 
are given.  Then one student hides some 
counters in a cup.  The other student uses the 
remaining counters to figure out how many 
counters are hidden.  Both of these games 
help students learn different number 
combinations.

IMPORTANT! PLEASE NOTE! 
New This Year:  

Two Hours Late Start  
on Bad Weather Days 

 
 
As it gets colder and rainier, itôs time to start 

thinking about what 
happens on stormy days. 
There is a change for this 
year to the late start plans. 
In the past, if there was a 
late start, secondary 
schools would start one 
hour late and elementary 

schools one and a half hours late. This year, 
all schools will start two hours late in the 
event of a late start. This change will allow 
more time for the weather and roads to clear 
and provide a consistent, easy to understand 
message for parents. 
 
Also new this year, the district Web site at 
www.lwsd.org has an alert system that will 
reveal a bright red square with information 
whenever you go to the home page during an 
emergency. The alert will allow the district to 
provide more complete information on the 
home page and will immediately draw attention 
to itself. The decision to start late or to close is 
made around 5:00 a.m., and posted by 5:30 
a.m. A recording is also left on the main district 
telephone number, 425-702-3200. 
 
Late start or school closure 
decisions are made after 
careful consideration, using 
information from a 
contracted weather 
forecaster who provides a forecast for the 
districtôs specific area and from observations 
made by transportation department staff. Yes, 
there are transportation department staff 
members who are up in the middle of the night 
driving the roads all over the district to see if it 
is safe for you and your students! Their 
dedication helps ensure the decision is made 
with the best information possible.
