It was all made possible through the National 

Geographic Live Series, which describes the 

program and Mr. Ballard as follows: 

 

Students will

one of the 

greatest living 

explorers and invited to share his passion 

for uncovering the many scientific and 

historical jewels hidden in the deep seas. 

Dr. Robert Ballard’s discoveries in the 

ocean depths bring awe to millions and 

advance our knowledge of the marine world 

and human history. Most famous for his 

1985 discovery of the RMS Titanic 

shipwreck, Ballard combs the ocean floors 

for human history long covered by the deep 

blue. Additional shipwrecks he has 

discovered include the luxury liner 

Lusitania, the German battleship Bismarck, 

the U.S.S. Yorktown, as well as several 

ancient vessels littering the floor of the 

Mediterranean Sea. 

 

We look forward to this great new opportunity 

for our students this year. We also thank the 

Frost PTSA for helping us solve some 

transportation grant issues with the National

Lake Washington School District Food Services 
Department is complying with a US Department of 
Agriculture request to put on hold the limited amount 
of beef in its supplies from the Westland Meat 
Company, which is under investigation. Only about five 
percent of the beef used by Food Services comes 
directly from Westland. However, Food Services plans 
to keep beef off its menu until it can be assured that no 
Westland Meat Company product is among the beef 
provided by other suppliers.
