Why is there Early Release

on Wednesdays?

(an explanation of Learning Enhancement and
Academic Planning (LEAP) time)

Every Wednesday of the school year, students are
released from school at 2:00 PM. Teachers use that time
to review student work, plan, collaborate with
colleagues, learn new instructional strategies, develop
and implement curriculum standards and work on other
ways to improve their teaching. In addition, there are
three full days for Learning Enhancement Academic
Planning, or LEAP. Students will not have school on
those days. The full LEAP days will permit teachers to
share information and collaborate with colleagues at
other schools around the district. These days are
scheduled for Oct. 26, March 7, and May 23.

Who is Robert Frost?

Robert Frost is one of the most famous and
popular poets in American history. During his
lifetime (1874-1963), Frost published numerous
books of poetry, and won the Pulitzer Prize four
times — a record unsurpassed by any other poet.
Though Robert Frost was born in San Francisco,
California, he is known primarily as a New England
poet. He moved to a farm in Franconia, New
Hampshire, in 1915, and taught English at Amherst
College in Massachusetts. For much of his life,
Robert Frost lived a quiet life on his New
Hampshire farm. He published many volumes of
poetry and also recited an inaugural poem, "The
Gift Outright," for John F. Kennedy upon his
election in 1961. Robert Frost died on January 29,
1963, in Boston, Massachusetts.
