Assignment: Generating your own symbolic imagery 
 
Consider the goals you have created through your presentation and analysis of your featured 
artist.  
 
Create 4 well developed sketches exploring compositions that reflect this artist’s influence. 
Minimum sketch size 4 x 4 inches – attach the completed sketches to this sheet.  
 
 
Look at your sketches and ask yourself the following questions about each: 
 
1. Does the composition work for my piece or is it boring? (Objects in the middle of the page tend 
to be dull.) 
 
2. Does each part of the piece look completed or do some areas look less considered? Is there 
enough detail? 
 
3. Does my sketch reflect the best of my ability? How does it look from far away, in a mirror? 
 
4. Does the background complement the subject matter? 
 
5. Do I have a full range of value and color? 
 
 
The sketches will be critiqued by the group based on these questions – you will have one week to 
complete a final piece and add your sketches and the final work to your original power point 
presentation.  
 
Use the digital camera to keep records – you may email files to yourself.
